It shall be unlawful for any person
wilfully to obstruct, hinder^ or delay any member of the

ordinance, or to do any act forbidden by any order, rule,
regulation or plan issued pursuant to the authority contained
in this ordinance* For a violation of any of the provisions

of this ordinance he shall forfeit not less than $100.00 nor

more than $500,00, and in default of payment thereof, shall
be imprisoned in the county jail for a period not exceeding<

90 days. »
