WHEREAS such zgreement bestween the two municipalities is for
the mutual benefit of Toth and within the statutory authppity
of the governing hodies.

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the agreewment set forth here-
in be, and it hexeby is, ratified and approved.

FIRE PROTECTION AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made this 13th day of February, 1w67, between
the Village of Dorchester. hereinafter called the Village, and
the Town of Mayville, herxeinafter called the Town of Mayvilie.
both municipal corporations in the Counties of Marathon and
Clark, for fire protection in the said Town as hereinafter set
forth,
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WHEREAS, the Town of Mayville desires added fire protection for
its citizens and recognizeg the ability of the Fire Department
of the Village of Dorchester to aid materially in this protec~
tien, and,

WHEREAS, the Town of Mayville recognizes that the degree of pro-
tection granted to its citizens cun only be second to the de-
gree of protection given to the cvitizens of the Village of Dor-
chester and that the value of this protection deceeases rapidly
after a distance of one thousand feet from the fire hydrants of
_:] the Village of Dorchester, and
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WHEREAS, the said Town of Mayville xealizes that its citigens
beyond the aforementicned one thouszand feet can expect protection
only to the extent of the practical ueability of the fire fight-
ing equipment where road conditions ar watex supply neke £ull
protection impoesible, and
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WHEREAS, the said Town of Mayville, recognizes that it is ecuit=
able and fair that 2 minimum charge be mace and estaplished for
the standby firxe protection.

NOW THERE IT IS AGREED between the parties hereto, as follows:

FIRST, that subject to the judyment and diecretion of the Fire
Chief, or his assistants on duty and subject to the availability
of equipment, the Village will provide fire fighting service to
the rasidents of the Town of Mayville for the following compensa-
tion, to-wit:
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The Town of Mayville shall pay a minimumecharge of one hun@ired
dollars ($100.00) for the first hour of any call, er any part
of =aid hour and thirty doll:zrs ($30.00) per hour additionally
beyond the first hour for the #fire truck. For a truck equipped
with a water tank the charge shall be $25.00, pius the charge
for two men, 2t the rate hereinafter specified. <The length of
duty required shall h»e within the discretion of the Village
Fire Chief or his assistant, subiect to the riyght of a designa-
ted official of the Town of Mayville to direct the Village of
Dorchester Fire Department to return to Dorchester; the hour
period shall commence with the departure of the Village of Doy
chegster fire truck or trucks from the Village of Dorchester Fire
Hall, or wherever elge they might be statloned at the time the
call is placed.

It shall be the duty of the Toww=of Mayville te notify promptly
and effectively the Village of Dorchester ¥Fire Department of

the heed for sssistance. The Town of Mayville further agrees

to pay the Village of Dorchester three dollars ($3.00) per hour
per man for each man furnished on the fire calls. The Village
agrees that it will furnish no less then one officer wnd six men
with the fire truck, at the agreed compensation per men. Addi-
tional men may be sent as the town officials request &h the afore=~
salid rates. The Fire Chief, or his assistant shall determine the
time congumed for the truck and the men and shalli promptly noctify
the Village of Dorchester Clerk of the totals, and the Village of
Dorchestar Cleéxk shall in turn within 30 days afiter each call pre~
genit the account to the PTown of Msyville; the Town of Mayville a-
grees that all calls shall be paid for within 30 days from the
date of billing by the viddage of Dorchegter Clerk; payments to
va made to the zforesaid Village of Dorchester Treasurer and re-
ceipt given thersfore.
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:] SECOND, the Village will furnish for said sums such apparatus

G and men of its Volunteer Fire Department who answer the calls in
the Town of Mayville as shall be determined by the sole discretion
of the Fire Chief, or hieg asgistant, or other fire officer in
charge at the time of the call, in view of the needs of the city
at that time, and 1£, in the opinion of the officer in charge, it
shall be at any time advisable to order the apparatus and men back
to the village of Dorchester, he ghall be at léberty to do s0;

and provided further that the Village of Dorchester ghall in no
way be liable for failure to furnieh E£ire protection after the
officer in charge hos evercised his discretion not to respond to
any call for such protection.
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PHIRD, this agreemert shall be in full force and effect to and in-
cluding the first day of March, 1967. To cancel this agreement
thirty days written notice must be served upon the clerk of the
Town Board of the Town of Mayville, or upon the Clerk of the Villag¢
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Board of Dorchester, the cancellation date to be effective

thirty days after

the service of gaid written notice.

given by eithexr pariy.

to seérvice.
